How Global Grants are funded

® a minimum budget of $30,000 and a maximum World Fund award of
$400,000

® a combination of District Designated Funds (DDF), cash,
and/or directed gifts and endowment earnings to fund

¢ an 80 percent World Fund match for all DDF contributions.
® no minimum World Fund match

® Contributions from the international partner must be a minimum of
15%.
